Alimah Course

Introduction

The aim of this course is to enlighten our sisters with the important Islamic knowledge that will help them in their practical and spiritual way of life. By the end of the course the sisters will have covered a range of topics, which include Tafseer, Fiqh, Ahadith and Aqidah. All lessons will be taught in English and students will find a professional learning environment in which to study. 

Course Description

During Tafseer lessons carefully selected chapters of The Noble Qur’an will be taught with translation, and will be explained in the required detail. The first chapter will be Surah Hujaraat.

Fiqh (Islamic Jurisprudence) will cover the chapters of Taharaah (Cleanliness), Salaah (Prayer) and Sawm (Fasting). Some of the subjects addressed will be Ghusl, Tayammum, Wudhu, Issues regarding fasting and prayer such as the obligatory, sunnah and optional practices concerning them.

In Ahadith lessons, selected hadith will be taught and explored. The Ahadith will also cover a range of different topics such as beliefs, Islamic manners and pillars of Islam.

Aqidah (Belief) lessons will include the explanation behind the beliefs of the Ahl-Us-Sunnah Wal Jamaah, in particular those that are targeted and misinterpreted by others. 

Alongside these topics, Arabic grammar will be taught, which will be the core and the foundation of the course. This will strengthen the understanding of the Arabic language and will play a major role in understanding, translating and interpreting the Qur’an, Ahadith, Fiqh and Aqidah texts being taught in lesson.

Fees and Course Terms

The course will be run over a period of 2 years. Each year split up into three terms. The fees for each term are £100 only and are to be paid in the first week of each term. There is an additional £10 fee with each application form which must be paid for the application to be taken into consideration. There will be two lessons a week every Wednesday and Sunday and will each be 90 minutes long. The time for each class will be discussed and finalised on the induction day, Sunday 17th October 2010 at noon.
